	Background definitions to support context

Zealot- fanatic; extreme or excessive devotion to a cause.  One who goes to any length to carry out his beliefs.

Extortionist- one who obtains something from someone by violence, threats or misuse of authority.

Bigot- narrow minded or prejudiced person

Pessimist- one with the tendency to expect misfortune or the worst outcome in any circumstance

Traitor-  one who betrays




1. Judas Iscariot (traitor):  Matthew 10:4; Matthew 26: 14- 25.  See also Hebrews 6:4-6.

Rather, blunt and 
                     honest.

5. Thomas (pessimist):  John 11:12-16; John 14:1-7; John 20:24-29
